Parallels Desktop for Mac does not include Microsoft® Windows. A license for Parallels Desktop for Mac is the
license key that allows you to activate only Parallels Desktop, the license key isn't supposed to activate Windows.

Note: Parallels® Desktop is an authorized solution for running Arm® versions of Windows 11 Pro and Windows
11 Enterprise in a virtual environment on its platform on Apple M-series computers. 

You will need to acquire a separate license for Windows 11 Pro if you do not already have one. A unique license is
required for each instance of Windows 11 Pro that you are running, either on a hardware or in a virtual machine.
You can buy a license from the Microsoft Store or purchase one through retail. Windows 11 Pro product keys are
platform agnostic (x64 vs Arm). To use Windows 11 Enterprise with this solution, you will first need to acquire the
Windows 11 Pro license and then can upgrade to Windows 11 Enterprise through a volume licensing agreement
(contact your IT admin for more information).
