Parallels Desktop 18.1.0 and newer supports assigning up to 128 GB of RAM and 18 CPUs to a virtual machine on
Mac computers with Apple M-series chips on macOS Ventura 13 and newer macOS versions.

Parallels Desktop 17 supports assigning up to 32GB of RAM and 8 CPUs to a virtual machine on Mac
computers with Apple M-series chips.
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
